CONNOR

Alexia doesn’t say a word. She gets up and sits on the edge

of the bed instead. She looks around and finally decides to

get up. Connor remains lain on the bed. Alexia starts

putting out the candles.

CONNOR (CONT’D)

What are you doing?

Connor gets out of the bed too.

ALEXIA

All the candles, the flowers and

valentine’s day...is not what I

need.

Connor gets closer and stands right in front of her.

CONNOR

(Tenderly)

What do you need?

He hugs her and kisses her. She consents the kiss but pushes

him away after a short moment.

CONNOR (CONT’D)

(Desperate)

Just...tell me. Please.

(Pause)

I love you.

(Pause again)

(MORE)

They face each other. CU of Connor’s eyes. He is desolated.

CU of Alexia’s eyes. She is suffering too.

A moment of silence.

ALEXIA

(As looking at Connor’s

(Pause)
